(b) To any given address in the principal towns on other company’s lines with which 
  through bookings are in operation, particulars of which can be obtained 
  at the stations. 
(c) To any cloakroom on the Midland or any other Railway in England, Scotland 
  or Wales

Luggage must be fully and legibly addressed to the place of delivery, passengers to see  
that it is properly booked at the time of starting, to get a voucher in exchange 
The passenger must produce his ticket when booking his luggage. No delivery on Sunday. 
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
